‘3 TREES FOR NUTS’ so simple!
Three named bare-rooted dormant cultivars
of Corylus avellana — (European Hazelnut).
Plant near each other - every tree will crop.

Attributes of Hazelnut Trees:-

Attractive & Low Maintenance -

Ideal where both summer shade and winter
sun are desired. Compared to most orchard
crops hazelnuts have few pests and diseases.

No Annual Pruning. Early years - remove excess
sucker growth. Once the bearing stems have been
selected and a tree or bush shape is established
remove all suckers. Subsequently, prune lightly to
maintain open vase for tree and maintain light in a
bush. Hazels may also be grown as a nut bearing
hedge- see page 4.

Ideal for Cold Climates - Hazels have many
adaptations for cold conditions and tolerate
winter temperatures of minus 10 Centigrade. They
thrive in regions with cool summers, and perform
well in regions with warm summers if watered
regularly. Very hot dry wind may result in leaf
scorch, trees soon regenerate lost leaves.
